We are busy trying to complete our 10% design plans along with other documents and deliverables needed to pass this project on to SDOT capital projects staff.  The hand off to capital projects for this project is a little unique.  We don’t know when it will happen and we still have some work to do to better define the project.  As you know, the north terminus of the corridor is not yet determined along with how we define the corridor for funding purposes.  To that end, we have just started a RapidRide funding and phasing analysis to determine how we will fund and when we will deliver our RapidRide network corridors.  We should complete that analysis by early next year.  Once complete, there will be outreach around the network.  That will be the next opportunity to comment on this corridor and the RapidRide network.  After we hand projects off to our SDOT capital projects staff for them to do environmental work and future phases of design, outreach continues.   
We will be posting our outreach summary and our final report to the RDHCT webpage when complete.  I would guess that this will be closer to the end of the year as the consultant has until the end of November to complete them and we may need some additional review after that.  In addition, SDOT will have a webpage for the RapidRide Network.  It isn’t up and running yet, but I anticipate it by the end of October.   
You have been great to work with and I think you have really helped focus the ECC and frame issues for them and SDOT as well.  If you have any additional questions, please let me know.  I would like to add that we do pass a great deal of information on to our capital projects staff.  We will be recommending that certain intersections be reviewed and additional analysis conducted to make certain what we have going forward is the best possible solution or course of action.  We also pass on a list of project commitments.  These include things like making sure there is parking sharing program and/or employer parking demand management strategies in place before parking is removed along Eastlake Avenue.  We also pass on detailed summaries of our outreach activities and the groups and individuals we have worked with such as the ECC and all the people that emailed us questions or that entered their name and email address on a sign in sheet. 
I know that Chris was particularly interested in the Eastlake and Fuhrman intersection.  We were directed by our SDOT Director not to prohibit southbound left turns onto Fuhrman.  So is how it stands in our current design.  We will allow southbound left turns onto Fuhrman, but they will be protected meaning they will have their own signal phase.  Our current concept still prohibits northbound left turns which would mean those left turns would need to be made at Allison.  This is one of those intersections that will require additional analysis and work during the next phase of design.  Given the high volume of bike crashes at this intersection, most of which involve southbound vehicles turning left and northbound bicyclists, we need to give this location additional consideration.
